False 

beliefs are gently confronted 

by presenting the truth from 

Godõs Word. Many put their 

faith in Christ.  New believers 

are discipled and the church 

begins to grow.  Nurturing 

continues until they are self-

supporting and taking the 
Gospel to other villages and 

tribes, many of which they had 

been at war with in the past.   

 

Randy and I serve a team of 

over 200 missionary families

Randy and I read the internet 

news as 33 trapped miners in 

Chili were rescued and we 

rejoiced!  A seemingly impossible 

task, a truly miraculous rescue.  

The miners were not aban-

doned because they were too 

few or the job too difficult.  
They devised plans and 

mounted a rescue while many 

prayed, because these people 

were too precious not to save. 

 

Randy and I are part of the 

rescue team that you (The 

BARN) have sent to reach the 

tribal people of PNG. Two to 

three families move into a vil-

lage at the request of the tribe.  

Then three to five years of 

diligent study are required to 

learn a tribal language, devise a 

written alphabet and begin 

Bible translation.  Our tribal 

friends are taught how to read 
and write so that theyõll be able 

to read the Scriptures for 

themselves when the Gospel is 

presented.

as they work to establish functioning 

tribal churches in remote areas of the 

country.   

 

Most of our work is in the background: 

flight planning, communication, flying, and 

maintaining the aircraft and hangar.  All 

of this we endeavor to do faithfully and 

skillfully to the glory of God. 

 

Randy is a bush pilot who has been flying 

missionaries to their remote tribal 

homes in PNG since 1994.  We trans-

port their food, medicine, mail, tools, and 

translated Bible materials.  We fly their 

teenage children to and from boarding 

school. When there is medical emer-

gency in the bush, we fly them to the 

doctor.  Traveling on foot is dangerous 

and can take days or weeks; boats cap-

size.  An airplane takes the danger and 

difficulty out of these trips, greatly speed-

ing up the work of tribal church planting.   

 

I am the communications liaison between 

the aircraft operations and the missionar-

ies we serve. We use the short wave 

radio for current weather conditions, 

estimated times of arrival, etc.   I also 

help new missionaries receive a warm 

welcome and practical assistance in those 

first few weeks when many things are 

strange and unfamiliar.   

Fresh baked bread is a treat in PNG 

because local bread usually tastes like the 

moldy, mildew covered bags the flour 

came in.  A loaf of fresh bread from non-

moldy flour is very welcome!  But one of 

my favorite jobs is teaching fellow mis-

sionaries how to use their computers 

and assisting them with advanced soft-

ware needs.  

 

Since 2003 when I joined Randy in PNG, 

we have seen the Gospel presented in 

eighteen language groups for the first 

time.  Work has started in seven more 

tribes.  The Akolet and Siar tribes will 

hear the gospel in 2011.   Godõs church 

is being established in PNG!

I cannot 

encourage all men enough to 

make sure you are at this event 

Friday evening.  Phil Downer 

will direct all of his attention to 

issues men face and give practi-

cal tools to encourage us to 

more faithfully make disciples.
