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Corey and Katie Garrett have
been working with the evan-
gelical mission SIM (Serving in
Mission) for ten years. They
and their three girls (Emma, 8;
Molly 6; and Wheaton, 4) live
in Kaffrine, Senegal and minis-
ter through chronological Bible
storying and development pro-
jects in Wolof villages. There
are less than 100 believers of
the 42 million Wolof people in
Senegal. Hear their words:

Ndiaye Kounda; all of them call
themselves Muslims and wear
amulets to protect themselves
from evil spirits and bad luck.
While they all believe in God,
not one is sure whether their
good deeds will suffice on judg-
ment day to earn themselves a
place in paradise. They are
certainly not living in paradisia-
cal conditions today. All of the
villagers live in thatched-roof
huts and depend on the short
rainy season to farm their dry,
sandy land by hand. Our family
has been visiting the people of

February 2010

Ndiaye Kounda for two years.
They have welcomed us into

their homes, wondering if we
might offer a reason for hope.

We do have a reason for hope
to share with them! We want
to introduce them to the lov-
ing, living God who has al-
ready self-sacrificially provided
for their assurance of salvation
through Jesus’ death and res-
urrection. We have begun to
share the stories of His Word
with the villagers, explaining

So, what is transforming you?
What is it that is filling your

God. Choose a passage. It can

be any passage really. If you
are struggling with a particular

issue, read what the Scriptures
say about that issue and deter-
mine to memorize a passage
about that specific thing. For
example, if you struggle with
anger, open your concordance,
find some passages about an-
ger, and read. When you find
one that strikes a chord,
choose that one and commit it
to memory. It might be James
1:20 that points out clearly
that, “man’s anger does not
bring about the righteous life

that God desires.” Memorizing
this will become a great re-
minder to you of God’s truth in
that next moment of anger.
Most of the time issues like
anger come from something
deeper, so maybe it would be
better to memorize that whole
section of James. There is
deep conviction in James |:19-
27, but great encouragement as
well.

Or maybe you want to fill you
mind with truths of God’s
goodness and love. Begin to
work on passages that talk of
these things. As you memorize
His word, you will begin to
speak His word and think
about His word far more than
you're used to. This will begin
to transform you by renewing
your mind, as God intends. So
get to it! Dig into the Scrip-
tures and commit it to mem-
ory. These are the words of
life, and will bring healing to
your soul.

|7 women said “Yes” to Jesus
for the first time at the Brunch,
after hearing Lysa speak.

On Friday evening, December
4, Lysa spoke in the Hayloft on

“Radically Obedient, Radically
Blessed,” how she and her
family chose to say “Yes” to
God and adopt two teen-aged
boys from Liberia. She also
shared her family’s failed at-
tempt to adopt from Belarus.
The intimate gathering included
people from Covenant and the
greater community.

Lysa’s decision to say “Yes” to
God has dramatically changed
her life.
