Robert and Becky Cooley have
been serving in Peru with Ad-
ventures in Missions (AIM) for
about 32 years. Less thana
year after their arrival, an 8.0
earthquake struck and rede-
fined their understanding of
God’s call. God simply had
bigger plans for them than they
imagined. Robert explains:

“As things have unfolded, we
have seen God ‘connect dots’
in ways we would not have
been able to plan for ourselves.
All of this speaks to us of
God’s sovereignty. This is His

work and He has His own
strategies and possesses the
means to accomplish it.

Our ministry has two catego-
ries: (1) the work we do on
behalf of AIM; and (2) our per-
sonal ministry.

We oversee the logistics for
AlIM’s short term projects (7-
30 days) in Peru, as well as
leading some trips and/or par-
ticipating in a supportive capac-
ity. With AIM’s blessing, we
facilitate projects in the earth-
quake zone for groups that
come down independently. We

organize food distribution and
provide financial assistance to
a family with a daughter who
has cerebral palsy. Both of us
have worked at a ministry in
Chilca called Hannah’s Home,
including cleaning, installing
sheet rock, painting (a lot) and
gardening by Becky.

We also act as local fiduciaries
when churches or individuals
contribute money for ministry
purposes in Peru. We made
mortgage payments for a
property purchase in Chincha,

Keeping Watch Over the Flock: Real Shepherding

As | write this letter, | am grate-
ful that | have the opportunity
to share with you something
exciting that the Lord is doing
here at the church. First,
though, | want to share some
background.

The current ruling elders have
been looking into the Scriptures
during our times together and
praying more than any session
with whom | have ever had the
privilege of serving. Several
passages recently have pointed
us to our role as shepherds. As
Paul was heading to Jerusalem,
he stopped in Miletus and sent
for the elders of the church at
Ephesus. As he met with them,
he challenged them to keep
watch over themselves and “all
the flock which the Holy Spirit
has made you overseers. Be
shepherds of the church of God
which He bought with his own
blood” (Acts 20:28-29). He
goes on to say that savage
wolves will come and not spare
the flock.

There are many savage wolves
in the world today, not sparing
the flock of God. These can be
the obvious things: violence,
drugs, divorce, etc. They are
also things like busy schedules
that keep us from the truly
important things in life, debt
that binds us from following
God freely, and an independent

spirit that keeps us from fully
depending on God. The Holy
Spirit has appointed elders as
overseers of the flock and has
made them responsible to “keep
watch.” While we are aware of
many in the body who are hurt-
ing, sick, lonely, and struggling in
a number of ways, we know
there are others of whom we
are unaware. Because of this
and the Biblical mandate to
elders to keep watch over the
flock, we will be more inten-
tional in our care.

We have invited all elders of the
church to join the ruling elders
as we begin a shepherding initia-
tive that will allow us to better
care for the flock. Each family
unit will be assigned a shepherd,
who is an elder. That elder will
contact each family under his/
her care at least every quarter,
simply to check in. Families will
be asked questions like, “How
are you doing?” Other ques-
tions will be more specific, such
as, “Is there any way the church
can serve you or better equip
you for ministry?” You will
always be asked if there is any-
thing you would like to commu-
nicate to the leadership.

Each elder will then report to
the pastor on their contacts and
share prayer concerns, if they
have the family’s permission. |
will then gather those requests

and forward them to the ses-
sion so that they can pray more
specifically for the needs of the
church and discern if there are
areas in the life of the church
that need to be addressed.

We will need your help on this
initiative. We are asking that
you be honest with us. We
know it will take time to build
trust. We know you may be
uncomfortable sharing some of
what is going on in your family.
We know this will not be easy
and the temptation will be to
say that everything is fine, even
though it is not. Please do not
do that. Please be honest with
us so that we can pray for you.
There may be a way we can
help beyond prayer, but we will
not know if you do not share.

So, in the next couple of
months, you should be con-
tacted by an elder. If you are
not contacted by the end of
June, please let me know and |
will follow up. Again, please be
honest with us. This is in no
way going to become a venue
for gossip. We understand the
Scriptural warnings about gos-
sip. This is truly an attempt to
better care for the flock as we
strive to take our spiritual role
as elders more seriously.

paid taxes, and assured that legal docu-
ments were processed properly. We, of
course, account for all funds that pass
through our hands.

Becky sits on the Board of Directors for
Child Reach Ministries which oversees
Hannah’s Home, a home for pregnant
teens, and Hannah’s Hope, an orphanage.
She also facilitates an English Conversa-
tion class in our home, spiritually men-
toring Peruvian women. One woman
gave her life to Christ through the rela-
tionships formed in class. Another
woman, a teacher, invited Becky to visit

her school on multiple occasions; Becky
has shared the Gospel with students
through craft projects and games. Finally,
visiting missionaries and Peruvian pastors
from the provinces often stay in our
home, and Becky serves them with happy
hospitality.

| (Robert) mentored Joel Lima Quevedo,
a highlander, for seven months. Joel is
now in a leadership training program in
South Africa. | am now looking for an-
other promising candidate for mentoring.
Robert also partners with a Peruvian
attorney and another missionary, work-
ing to bring a disaster-resistant construc-

tion technology to Peru. A company has
been formed that will fabricate structural
steel panels. We have raised the neces-
sary capital and are purchasing the manu-
facturing equipment. It will provide jobs
and develop a program to help local
churches become economically self-
sustaining. The profits fund projects like
subsidized housing, orphanage construc-
tion, homes for unwed teenage mothers,
and training centers.

We desire to hear God clearly as we
move forward with our work in Peru.
We greatly value your intercession for
us.

Even in America, people go
hungry. In 36% of households
needing food assistance, at least
one person works. People
have to choose between food
and other necessities. Those
on the federal nutrition pro-
gram receive an average of $3
per day. That’s not much.

In 2009, Foodshare distributed
over |2 million pounds of food
in greater Hartford, averaging
16 tons per day. Still, that only
provides two meals per hungry
person per week. Foodshare is
extremely efficient, with 92% of
their money going directly to
food collection and distribu-
tion. 77% of their revenue
comes from donated food.

Matthew 25:40 says, “...Truly |
tell you, in so far as you did it
for one of the least [in the
estimation of men] of these My
brethren, you did it for Me.”
